
7. SAA and Etihad submit that their alliance is necessary and required for:

o The maintenance or promotion of exports [section 10(3)(b)(i) of the Act];

o A change in productive capacity necessary to stop decline in an industry [section

10(3)(b)(iii) of the Act].

8. SAA and Etihad seek this exemption for a minimum period of five (5) years, starting from

the date of approval of the application by the Commission.

9. The Notice is hereby given in terms of section 10(6)(b) of the Act to allow interested

parties 20 business days from the date of the publication to make written representations

to the Commission as to why the exemption should not be granted.
